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Administrative Information

Bucks County Community College operates two full-time public safety training campuses within the County of
Bucks. Both facilities are supported through a partnership with the County of Bucks to provide Emergency
Services Personnel with safe and maintained facilities for training, from entry to advanced levels across all areas
of Fire Suppression, Hazardous Materials, and Rescue. Centrally located in the County is the Bucks County
Public Safety Training Center (BCPSTC), also known as the Doylestown Training Facility, located at 1760 South
Easton Road, Doylestown PA 18901. In the lower end of the County is the Lower Bucks Public Safety Training
Center (LBPSTC), also known as the Bristol Training Facility, located at 2912 River Road, Croydon PA 19021.

Mission Statement

To provide our customers with an opportunity to receive a quality education in the fields of public safety operation and
management, public safety professional certification, emergency management and industrial safety that will enhance
their ability to deliver life saving services, in a manner consistent with specific work practices and while maintaining
their safety, as well as the safety of their co-workers and the public they serve.

Accreditation

The Bucks County Community College is accredited by the National Board on Fire Service Professional
Qualifications (ProBoard). This means that the levels of accredited professional certification offered by the Bucks
County Community College meet or exceed Occupational Safety and Health Administration (OSHA) and National Fire
Protection Association (NFPA) Standards, along with all requirements set forth by ProBoard. The process to become
accredited is voluntary and only the most capable agencies apply for consideration. When an emergency services
training agency applies for the accreditation their policies are studied, procedures and processes are tested to ensure
their certification testing process is evaluated and held to the standards of the accrediting body and compliance with
the current NFPA standards. The Bucks County Community College is also an accredited through the Middle States
Commission on Higher Education, which brings additional value knowing your training and certification needs are
coming from an accredited higher educational institution.

Training Philosophy

Courses contain an appropriate amount of theoretical and practical content. Many of the courses build on the
knowledge of previous courses and create “tracks” that students can follow to achieve their potential.

Advisory Committees

In addition to National Fire Protection Association comments and standards revisions, the Bucks County Community
College Department of Public Safety Training and Certification relies on FEEDBACK from students, emergency
service professionals, Bucks County Emergency Services and the Bucks County Fire Chief's and Firefighters
Association to ensure courses meet the training needs of these groups.

Partnerships

A unique partnership between the County of Bucks and the Bucks County Community College has created the Public
Safety Training Center. In addition to this very valuable partnership, the Public Safety Training Center works closely
with the Pennsylvania State Fire Academy to ensure consistency in course content and delivery.

Harassment and Sexual Assault Policy

Gender Based Misconduct

This policy applies to all students, employees, faculty members, administrators, and trustees of the college, as well
as contractors and vendors. Each student, employee, faculty member, administrator, contractor and vendor of the
college is personally responsible for ensuring that he/she does not engage in conduct that violates this Policy.
Each student, employee, faculty member, administrator, contractor and vendor is responsible for cooperating in
any investigation of alleged Gender Based Prohibited Conduct if requested to do so by the person(s) conducting
the investigation.

This policy applies to any Gender Based Prohibited Conduct committed (1) on college property; (2) in connection
with any college activity or program on or off college property; or (3) off college property when the conduct (a) is in
connection with a college or college-recognized program or activity, or (b) may have the effect of creating a hostile
environment for a member of the college community, which shall include students, employees, faculty members,
and administrators of the College, visitors, and applicants for admission to or employment with the college.
Further, if any student or employee engages in any conduct on or off campus that constitutes Improper Gender
Based Prohibited Conduct, said student or employee shall be subject to the fullest extent of disciplinary
consequences that the college has the lawful power or authority to impose.

General Policy Statement

1. ltis the Policy of the Bucks County Community College (“the College”) to comply with applicable federal and
state law prohibiting sex or gender discrimination, unlawful retaliation, and sexual harassment.

2. ltis the Policy of the College to prohibit conduct that constitutes sexually related crimes, including but not
limited to rape, indecent aggravated assault, indecent assault, and indecent exposure.

3. Itis the policy of the College to provide:
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a. educational and employment environments for its students, faculty, and staff that are free from unlawful
sex and gender discrimination, unlawful sexual harassment and unlawful retaliation;

b. an educational and employment environment in which no member of the College community is, on the
basis of sex or gender, excluded from participation in, denied the benefits of, or subjected to unlawful
discrimination, unlawful harassment or unlawful retaliation in any College program or activity.

4. The College does not and shall not discriminate against any employee, applicant for employment, student or
applicant for admission because of sex, sexual orientation, gender identity or expression. Accordingly, all
recruiting, hiring, and promoting for all job classifications and all recruiting and admissions of students will be
made without regard to sex, sexual orientation, gender identity or expression.

5. The College expressly prohibits Gender Based Prohibited Conduct as defined in this Policy. Gender Based
Prohibited Conduct as defined in this Policy will not be tolerated. Individuals—including students, faculty,
staff, contractors and vendors, who engage in such Gender Based Prohibited Conduct will be subject to
disciplinary action, termination of contracts, or exclusion from the campus or College activities.

6. The College shall take immediate and appropriate action once it knows of any act of Gender Based
Prohibited Conduct in any of its educational programs and activities.

7. The College will act on any complaint of Gender Based Prohibited Conduct in order to investigate and to
resolve such complaints promptly and effectively.

8. Itis the policy of the College to
a. provide educational, preventative and training programs regarding this policy and Gender Based

Prohibited Conduct;

b. to encourage reporting of violations or alleged violations of this Policy;

c. to prevent incidents of Gender Based Prohibited Conduct from denying or limiting an individual’s ability
to participate in or benefit from the College’s programs;

d. to make available timely services for those who have been affected by Gender Based Prohibited
Conduct; and

e. to provide prompt and effective methods of investigation and resolution to stop Gender Based
Prohibited Conduct, remedy any harm, and prevent its recurrence.

9. No one may retaliate against anyone who has engaged in protected activity as defined in this Policy or
applicable law.

10. Nothing in this Policy shall be construed to abridge academic freedom and inquiry, principles of free speech,
or the College’s educational mission. This Policy does not preclude application or enforcement of other
College policies.

11. If two or more interpretations can be given to any provision of this Policy, the College intends that only such
an interpretation that is lawful is intended.

SEX OR GENDER DISCRIMINATION

Unlawful sex or gender discrimination shall be defined for purposes of this Policy in the same manner as it is
defined in applicable law. By way of example, sex or gender discrimination, including sexual harassment, is
conduct directed at a specific individual or a group of identifiable individuals that subjects the individual or group to
treatment that adversely affects the individual or group’s employment or education on account of sex. Sex
discrimination can be manifested by unequal access to educational programs and activities on the basis of sex,
unequal treatment on the basis of sex in the course of conducting those programs and activities, or, the existence
of a program or activity that has a disparate impact on participation, improperly based on the sex of the
participants.

SEXUAL HARASSMENT

Sexual harassment shall be defined for purposes of this Policy in the same manner as it is defined in applicable
law. By way of example, sexual harassment is unwelcome conduct of a sexual nature, including unwelcome sexual
advances, requests for sexual favors, and other verbal, nonverbal, graphic, or physical conduct of a sexual nature,
when: (1) submission to or rejection of such conduct is made either explicitly or implicitly a condition of an
individual’s employment or academic standing or is used as the basis for employment decisions or for academic
evaluation, grades, or advancement (quid pro quo); or (2) such conduct is sufficiently severe, persistent, or
pervasive that it interferes with or limits a person’s ability to participate in or benefit from the College’s education or
work programs or activities (hostile environment).

Quid pro quo sexual harassment can occur whether a person resists and suffers the threatened harm, or the
person submits and avoids the threatened harm. Both situations could constitute discrimination on the basis of
sex.

A hostile environment can be created by persistent and/or pervasive conduct or by a single severe episode. The
more severe the conduct, the less need there is to show a repetitive series of incidents to prove a hostile
environment. Sexual violence, including rape, sexual assault, and domestic and dating violence, is a form of
sexual harassment. In addition, the following conduct violate this Policy:
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e Observing, photographing, videotaping, or making other visual or auditory records of sexual activity or
nudity, where there is a reasonable expectation of privacy, without the knowledge and consent of all
parties

e Sharing visual or auditory records of sexual activity or nudity without the knowledge and consent of all
recorded parties and recipient(s)

Sexual advances, whether or not they involve physical touching
Commenting about or inappropriately touching an individual's body
e Requests for sexual favors in exchange for actual or promised job benefits, such as favorable reviews,
salary increases, promotions, increased benefits, or continued employment
Lewd or sexually suggestive comments, jokes, innuendoes, or gestures
Stalking

Other verbal, nonverbal, graphic, or physical conduct may create a hostile environment if the conduct is sufficiently
persistent, pervasive, or severe so as to deny a person equal access to the College’s programs or activities.
Whether the conduct creates a hostile environment may depend on a variety of factors, including: the degree to
which the conduct affected one or more person’s education or employment; the type, frequency, and duration of
the conduct; the relationship between the parties; the number of people involved; and the context in which the
conduct occurred.

SEXUAL VIOLENCE

Sexual violence is a physical sexual act conducted either against a person’s will or where a person is incapable of
giving consent, including but not limited to, rape, sexual assault, sexual battery, and sexual coercion.

SEXUAL MISCONDUCT

Sexual Misconduct is a broad term encompassing any sexual behavior that violates any criminal statute, College
policies and/or the Student Code of Conduct and includes any conduct that is sexually exploitive or degrading,
retaliatory and/or abusive with the intent or result of compromising the well-being of another person, including
domestic violence, dating violence, and stalking.

SEXUAL EXPLOITATION

Sexual exploitation is an act or omission to act that involves taking non-consensual, unjust, humiliating, or abusive
sexual advantage of another, either for his or her own advantage or to benefit or advantage anyone other than the
Complainant. Examples of sexual exploitation include but are not limited to the following:

e Creating a picture(s), movie(s), webcam, tape recording(s), graphic written narrative(s), or other means of
memorializing sexual behavior or a state of undress of another person without the other’s knowledge and
consent;

e Sharing items described in the paragraph above beyond the boundaries of consent where consent was
given. For example, showing a picture to friends where consent to view it was given for oneself only;

e Observing or facilitating observation by others of sexual behavior or a state of undress of another person
without the knowledge and consent of that person;

“Peeping Tom” or voyeuristic behaviors;

Engaging in sexual behavior with knowledge of an illness or disease (HIV or STD) that could be
transmitted by the behavior without full and appropriate disclosure to the partner(s) of all health and
safety concerns;

e Engaging in or attempting to engage others in “escort services” or “dating services” which include or
encourage in any way sexual behavior in exchange for money;

e Intentionally, knowingly, or surreptitiously providing drugs or alcohol to a person for the purpose of sexual
exploitation; or

e Exposing another person to pornographic material without the person’s advance knowledge or consent.

STALKING

Stalking is a pattern of repeated and unwanted attention, harassment, contact, or any other course of conduct
directed at a specific person that would cause a reasonable person to fear for his or her safety, or the safety of
others, or suffer substantial emotional distress. This includes cyber-stalking, a particular form of stalking in which
electronic media such as the internet, social networks, blogs, cell phones, texts, or other similar devices or forms of
contact are used to pursue, harass, or make unwelcome contact with another person.

UNWELCOME CONDUCT

Sexually related conduct is unwelcome if a person (1) did not request or invite it and (2) regarded the unrequested or
uninvited conduct as undesirable or offensive. That a person welcomes some sexual contact does not necessarily
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mean that person welcomes other sexual contact. Similarly, that a person willingly participates in conduct on one
occasion does not necessarily mean that the same conduct is welcome on a subsequent occasion.

Whether conduct is unwelcome is determined based on the totality of the circumstances, including various objective
and subjective factors. The following types of information may be helpful in making that determination: statements by
any witnesses to the alleged incident; information about the relative credibility of the parties and witnesses; the detail
and consistency of each person’s account; the absence of corroborating information where it should logically exist;
information that the Respondent has been found to have harassed others; information that the Complainant has been
found to have made false allegations against others; information about the Complainant’s reaction or behavior after
the alleged incident; and information about any actions the parties took immediately following the incident, including
reporting the matter to others.

In addition, when a person is so impaired or incapacitated as to be incapable of requesting or inviting the conduct,
conduct of a sexual nature is deemed unwelcome, provided that the Respondent knew or reasonably should have
known of the person’s impairment or incapacity. The person may be impaired or incapacitated as a result of drugs or
alcohol or for some other reason, such as sleep or unconsciousness. A Respondent’s impairment at the time of the
incident as a result of drugs or alcohol does not, however, diminish the Respondent’s responsibility for sexual or
gender-based harassment under this Policy.

GENDER-BASED HARASSMENT

Gender-based harassment is verbal, nonverbal, graphic, or physical aggression, intimidation, or hostile conduct
based on sex, sex-stereotyping, sexual orientation or gender identity, but not involving conduct of a sexual nature,
when such conduct is sufficiently severe, persistent, or pervasive that it interferes with or limits a person’s ability to
participate in or benefit from the College’s education or work programs or activities. For example, persistent
disparagement of a person based on a perceived lack of stereotypical masculinity or femininity or exclusion from an
activity based on sexual orientation or gender identity also may violate this Policy.

INTIMATE PARTNER VIOLENCE

Intimate partner violence is also sometimes known as dating violence, domestic violence, or relationship violence.
The College recognizes that sexual assault, sexual exploitation, sexual harassment, stalking, and retaliation may all
be forms of intimate partner violence when committed by a person who is or has been in a social relationship of a
romantic or intimate nature with the Complainant. In general, intimate partner violence includes physically, sexually,
and/or psychologically abusive behavior that arises in the form of a direct violent act, or indirectly as acts that
expressly or implicitly threaten violence. Intimate partner violence also occurs when one partner attempts to maintain
power and control over the other through one or more forms of abuse, including sexual, physical, verbal, or emotional
abuse.

CONSENT

Consent is an explicitty communicated, reversible mutual agreement in which all parties are capable of making a
decision. Consent is informed, voluntary, and actively given. Consent exists when all parties exchange mutually
understandable affirmative words or behavior indicating their agreement to participate voluntarily in sexual activity.

Individuals with a previous or current intimate relationship do not automatically give either initial or continued
consent to sexual activity. Even in the context of a relationship, there must be mutually understandable
communication that clearly indicates a willingness to engage in sexual activity.

Consent is not effective if it results from the use or threat of physical force, intimidation, or coercion, or any other
factor that would compromise an individual’s ability to exercise his or her own free will to choose whether or not to
have sexual contact. In addition, a person is incapable of giving consent if he/she is incapacitated.

COERCION

Coercion includes the use of pressure and/or oppressive behavior, including express or implied threats of harm or
severe and/or pervasive emotional intimidation, which (a) places an individual in fear of immediate or future harm
or physical injury or (b) causes a person to engage in unwelcome sexual activity. A person’s words or conduct
amount to coercion if they wrongfully impair the other's freedom of will and ability to choose whether or not to
engage in sexual activity. Coercion also includes administering a drug, intoxicant, or similar substance that impairs
the person’s ability to give consent.

GENDER BASED PROHIBITED CONDUCT

Gender Based Prohibited Conduct means any one or more of the following types of conduct: (1) Unlawful Sex or
Gender Discrimination; (2) unlawful sexual harassment; (3) sexual related crimes; (4) sexual misconduct as
defined in this Policy; (5) sexual exploitation as defined in this Policy; (6) stalking as defined in this Policy; (7)
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unwelcome conduct as defined in this Policy; (8) gender based harassment as defined in this policy; (9) intimate
partner violence as defined in this Policy; (10) coercion as defined in this policy; and (11) unlawful retaliation as
defined in this policy.

Resolution of Student Concerns

As a comprehensive educational community, Bucks promotes an active and challenging learning environment.
Varying viewpoints and differences of opinion in such an environment are natural and expected. Students enjoy a
host of rights and responsibilities in addressing issues and concerns.

Student concerns are generally best resolved at the level at which the concern developed. Communication is the
key to resolution. Students are encouraged to indicate concerns with specific matters to the office/ area or
individual most directly involved or responsible. A variety of mechanisms exist to assist students in processing
such concerns. Faculty members, administrators, and College staff are receptive to discussion and welcome
interaction with students. The Provost serves as an ombudsman for students and can assist in directing students
to the most appropriate area or person to resolve concerns. Counseling services, academic deans, and area
administrators can also provide assistance.

Students are encouraged to address concerns in an appropriate and timely manner and to utilize the resources
noted above to assist in this process. If the student is unable to resolve the concern in an informal manner, then
the student is encouraged to follow the procedures outlined in the Student Complaint Policy.

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General Information

Emergency Closure / Inclement Weather

When inclement weather or other emergency conditions exist that could put the health and safety of a student and/or
instructor at risk, a Director may decide to close BCPSTC and/or LBPSTC along with offsite classes. All reasonable
efforts will be made to notify candidates as soon as possible. All attempts will be made to reschedule courses that
may be cancelled due to closure.

Bucks County Community College uses the “e2campus” notification system that can send text and/or emails to
anyone who subscribes to this free service. Since this is a College-Wide system, all Public Safety Training Students
should register to the “Fire School” group. Registration can be done online at
http://www.e2campus.com/my/bucks/signup.htm. It is encouraged that all students and their supervisors register for
this free notification to ensure the information is received timely to all those who may be affected.

Be aware that there are times that Bucks County Community College may close College Campuses (Newtown,
Upper Bucks, Lower Bucks) but the BCPSTC and/or LBPSTC may remain open, as well as, times when the BCPSTC
and/or LBPSTC may close and the College Campuses may remain open.

All efforts will be made to have the County of Bucks Emergency Dispatch Center announce any closures and update
Social Media Accounts.

Facial Hair

In accordance with United States Law, 29 CFR 1910.134, the mandate from the Office of the Pennsylvania State Fire
Commissioner, and NFPA 1403, 1404, & 1500, any course requiring the use of a SCBA or other respiratory
protection (APR, PAPR, etc.) will require the participants to be clean-shaven. This means there will be no facial hair
anywhere along the jaw line, the chin, or under the lower lip. A well-trimmed mustache is permitted. Any student out
of compliance with the policy will be given the option of shaving prior to the start of class or not attending the
program.

Dress Code / Appearance

Bucks County Community College Department of Public Safety Training and Certification prides itself on
professionalism. Students shall present a clean, neat, and professional appearance at all times. Hair will be well
kept and groomed as to not interfere with PPE and SCBA. Jewelry should be limited to avoid loss, damage, and/or
injury. Students should wear clothing that is appropriate for the course work they are attending. The following three
(3) levels of dress have been established, along with recommended and unacceptable dress to provide direction to
students.

e Classroom Setting: Students in the classroom will wear long pants, shorts and/or skirts. Shorts and skirts
must cover their entire buttocks area and must extend to fingertip length plus 2 inches. Shirts will cover the
entire midriff and shoulders of a student. Shoes must cover the entire foot.

e Training Ground Setting: Students on the training grounds will wear long pants (recommended) or shorts
of a nature that are durable such as jeans or station pants. They will not have holes in them and will not
hang/slide down below the waistline. Shirts will cover the entire midriff and shoulders of a student, same as
in the classroom. Shoes will be at least work boots or bunker boots that cover the entire foot when on
training grounds.

e Suppression Activities: Students participating in fire suppression activities are required to wear long pants
and a long sleeve shirt. The long sleeve shirt should be made of cotton and can be a T-shirt or sweatshirt, if
the student wishes to add a second layer. If the long sleeve is used as a second layer, the layer underneath
must be a shirt that will cover the entire midriff and shoulders of a student, same as classroom and training
ground settings.

e Recommended Dress for all Students: It is recommended that students wear some type of station
uniform. This would include a fire department T-shirt or uniform shirt with some sort of insignia on it, dark
station pants, and black shoes or boots. This is a preferred dress and is not mandatory to attend classes.

o Dress that is Not Acceptable: If any of the below attire is on a student when they report for classes they
will be asked to correct their dress before the class begins. If they do not correct the situation they will not
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be allowed to participate in class for the day, and the instructor will advise the student to leave the facility.
The student will then have to make up the class at a different time.

1)  Any items with profanity, drug paraphernalia, or any type of discriminatory wording, phrases, or
images printed on them.

2)  Shirts/blouses that have spaghetti straps.

3) Muscle shirts.

4)  Shorts/Skirts that expose the buttocks or genitals in any manner.

5) Pants that have large holes in them and have the potential of exposing students' buttocks or genital
areas.

6) Sandals / Open toed shoes of any kind.

Personal Protective Equipment (PPE)

When required for a given training course, the student is responsible to bring his/her Personal Protective Equipment
(PPE) and Respiratory Protection (SCBA) for the training courses provided by Bucks County Community College.
This will ensure the PPE and SCBA will properly fit. The Bucks County Community College reserves the right to
inspect the PPE and/or SCBA of any individual attending a training course, and may exclude that student from
training if the PPE and/or SCBA are not adequate and/or safe.

The PPE and SCBA ensemble shall include the following National Fire Protection Association (NFPA) approved
elements: (1) structural firefighting helmet with eye protection (acceptable: face shields, goggles, or safety glasses;
unacceptable: bourkes), (2) firefighting hood, (3) structural firefighting bunker coat, (4) structural firefighting bunker
pants, (5) firefighting gloves, (6) firefighting boots, (7) Self-Containing Breathing Apparatus (SCBA), and (8) Personal
Alert Safety System (PASS) Device.

Structural Firefighter Protective Ensemble — Multiple elements of protective clothing meeting the design specifications
of NFPA 1971 that, when properly donned and worn together, provide protection from many of the risks of emergency
operations. These elements shall consist of the following:

1). Structural firefighting helmet

2). Structural firefighting hood

3). Structural firefighting coat

4). Structural firefighting pants

5). Structural firefighting gloves

6). Structural firefighting boots

7). Self-contained breathing apparatus (SCBA) meeting the design specifications of NFPA 1981. Sufficient
air shall be provided to ensure the student is able to complete the evolution without the low air
alarm activating.

8). Personal alert safety system (PASS) device meeting the design specifications of NFPA 1982.

9). Approved safety glasses.

The Bucks County Community College uses a checklist routine inspection of personal protective equipment (PPE)
and self-contained breathing apparatus (SCBA). This inspection is in no way a substitute for advanced professional
evaluation of the clothing established by NFPA 1851 Selection, Care, and Maintenance of Structural Fire Fighting
Protective Ensemble.

Physical Health

All students participating in courses with physical activities should meet the requirements of NFPA 1582, Standard on
Medical Requirements for Fire Fighters and Information for Fire Department Physicians, within a reasonable period of
time prior to entering into physical training or testing to ensure his or her ability to safely perform the required tasks.

All fourteen (14) Essential Job Tasks and Descriptions from NFPA 1582, 2022 Edition that must be met are:

1) Wearing personal protective equipment (PPE) and self-contained breathing apparatus (SCBA) while
performing firefighting tasks (e.g., hose line operations, extensive crawling, lifting and carrying heavy objects,
ventilating roofs or walls using power or hand tools, forcible entry), rescue operations, and other emergency
response actions under stressful conditions, including working in extremely hot or cold environments for
prolonged time periods

2) Wearing an SCBA, which includes a demand-valve-type positive-pressure facepiece or HEPA filter mask,
which requires the ability to tolerate increased respiratory workloads
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3) Exposure to toxic fumes, irritants, particulates, biological (i.e., infectious) and nonbiological hazards, or heated
gases, despite the use of PPE and SCBA

4) Climbing at least six flights of stairs or walking a similarly strenuous distance and incline in jurisdictions without
tall buildings while wearing PPE and SCBA, commonly weighing 40-501b (18-23 kg) and carrying
equipment/tools weighing an additional 20-40 Ib (9-18 kg)

5) Wearing PPE and SCBA that is encapsulating and insulated, which will result in significant fluid loss that
frequently progresses to clinical dehydration and can elevate core temperature to levels exceeding 102.2°F
(39°C)

6) Working alone while wearing PPE and SCBA, searching, finding, and rescue-dragging or carrying victims
ranging from newborns to adults weighing over 165 Ib (75 kg) to safety despite hazardous conditions and low
visibility

7) While wearing PPE and SCBA, advancing water-filled hose lines up to 1 ¥4 in. (45 mm) in diameter from fire
apparatus to occupancy [approximately 150 ft (50 m)], which can involve negotiating multiple flights of stairs,
ladders, and other obstacles

8) While wearing PPE and SCBA, climbing ladders, operating from heights, walking or crawling in the dark along
narrow and uneven surfaces that might be wet or icy, and operating in proximity to electrical power lines or
other hazards

9) Unpredictable, prolonged periods of extreme physical exertion as required by emergency operations without
benefit of a warm-up period, scheduled rest periods, meals, access to medication(s), or hydration

10)  Operating fire apparatus or other vehicles in an emergency mode with emergency lights and sirens

11)  Critical, time-sensitive, complex problem solving during physical exertion in stressful, hazardous environments,
including hot, dark, tightly enclosed spaces, that is further aggravated by fatigue, flashing lights, sirens, and
other distractions

12)  Ability to communicate (i.e., give and comprehend verbal orders) while wearing PPE and SCBA under
conditions of high background noise, poor visibility, and drenching from hose lines or fixed protection systems
(e.g., sprinklers)

13) Functioning as an integral component of a team, where sudden incapacitation of a member can result in
mission failure or in risk of injury or death to members of the public or other team members

14)  Working in shifts, including during nighttime, that can extend beyond 12 hours
Student Participation

The Bucks County Community College Department of Public Safety Training & Certification has a 100% course
completion requirement. All course sessions and all course objectives must be successfully completed in order to
receive a certificate for any training course. In addition, all students should complete all assigned homework,
readings, or other projects as assigned in class to help meet the objectives. All students are expected to conduct
themselves in a professional manner, see Student Conduct below. This includes being respectful and responsible
with the use of cellphones and other electronic devices while in class.

Student Conduct

Bucks County Community College Department of Public Safety Training and Certification supports the National
Society of Executive Fire Officers (NSEFO) and Congressional Fire Services Institute (CFSI) “Firefighter Code of
Ethics” and has adopted this as the standard in which all students shall conduct themselves during courses offered
by Bucks County Community College.

Today’s fire service leaders face a variety of challenges managing budgets, personnel, and programs.
Occasionally, ethical issues emerge for which there are no easy answers. To provide guidance to address
these complex questions, the National Society of Executive Fire Officers (NSEFO) and Congressional Fire
Services Institute (CFSI) jointly have released a firefighter code of ethics that can be adopted by local fire
and emergency medical service organizations. The ethics statement is the result of almost two years of
effort by the Board of Directors of NSEFO. [Source: U.S. Fire Administration]

Minimum Age Requirements / Junior Fire Fighter

Bucks County Community College Instructors are required to follow the guidelines regarding minimum age
requirements and specifically Junior Firefighter Rules, as identified by the Child Labor Law, Pennsylvania State Fire
Academy, and NFPA Standards. Students under the age of 18 are not permitted to enter a burning structure, operate
within an IDLH (immediately dangerous to life and health) atmosphere, or operate hydraulic tools or stabilizers in
accordance with the "Child Labor Law" and ACT 155.

Students under 18 years of age must have an employment certificate. The Chief and/or Training Officer is required to
verify that the junior firefighter does have his or her working papers. Junior firefighters should be properly identified
during training sessions. Be aware that minors may not be able to complete the entire session of a nighttime class;
this should be considered before enrolling them into a course. We recommend all minors enroll in weekend
programs to avoid this issue. If a question arises regarding junior firefighters, consult the appropriate Regional Field
Director (see page 19 for staff directory). A copy of the Junior Firefighter Compliance Manual can be found in the
Forms and Documents section of our website.

Some exceptions may apply, but not limited to students in a Technical High School Program while participating in
class, during school hours, and days under the direct supervision of the Technical High School Instructor. The same
exceptions may not apply to Professional Certification; the student should consult with the Certification Department
for specific details.

Student Preregistration and Requirements for Course

All Courses advertised through the Bucks County Resident Training Catalog require registration before the course
start date to guarantee a seat and the course to run as scheduled. This section will go over the process of
preregistration and the requirements to be accepted into the course.

The preregistration form shall be submitted to either BCPSTC or LBPSTC in advance of the start date of the course.
Preregistration deadline dates are identified within the course meets section under each course found within the
catalog. Preregistration deadline dates have been established to ensure enough time for the registration process to
be completed and confirmations to be sent using constant contact. Preregistration forms received after the deadline
provide no guarantee to obtain entrance into the program prior to the start date of that course section. Preregistration
forms can be found in the Bucks County Resident Training Catalog, our website (www.bucks.edu/publicsafety), or at
either Training Facility. In order to be accepted, each preregistration form must be filled out completely along with the
student meeting all of the requirements for enrollment. Tuition for the course is indicated in the catalog or can be
obtained by contacting either BCPSTC or LBPSTC. All courses will be filled on a first come, first serve basis. All
preregistrations shall be submitted as soon as possible and forms should be completed fully and correctly to avoid a
delay in acceptance or failure to accept into a course.

e Prerequisites: All prerequisites are required prior to entry into any program. They should be sent in with
the preregistration form for the course to avoid delays of being registered. (Canvas based Professional
Certification classes allow for those prerequisites to be uploaded to ensure a complete candidate file)

e Age Restrictions: All students are required to meet the minimum age requirements on the first day of the
course. Age restrictions are based on Child Labor Laws, NFPA Standards, and PA State Fire Academy
Policy.

o Physical Health: All students participating in courses with physical activities should meet the requirements
of NFPA 1582, Standard on Medical Requirements for Fire Fighters and Information for Fire Department
Physicians, within a reasonable period of time prior to entering into physical training or testing to ensure his
or her ability to safely perform the required tasks.

e Enroliment Minimum and Maximum Size: A minimum and maximum course size is established for all
courses. All courses will be filled on a first come, first serve basis. Cancellations will be made fourteen (14)
days prior to the start date. The Bucks County Community College reserves the right to cancel or postpone
any course because of insufficient enroliment or other unforeseen circumstances.

o Notification of Acceptance: No confirmation letter (Notification of Acceptance) will be sent until the
minimum course enrollment is reached. In the event a course reaches its maximum number of enroliment,
then a notification of being placed on the waitlist will be sent out to the student. If space opens up in that

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course, then students will be placed in the course on a first come, first serve basis. Students that just show
up to a course that is full will be sent home.

Course Tuition

The Bucks County Community College Department of Public Safety Training and Certification provides training and
administrative processing at no cost for members of the Bucks County Emergency Services and Departments
participating in the Training Membership Program as a Silver, Gold, or Platinum member. All other PA Emergency
Services and Out of State (or Non-PA Agencies) Responders are charged based on the course fees, certification
costs, and any other fees that may apply for the listed classes/certifications. Each course fee in the Resident Catalog
is listed with the course and the three specific categories listed above. Courses being offered that are not listed in the
Resident Catalog may have different fees that apply. All student’s , regardless of billing category may be response
for lab fees for courses with expendable and/or maintenance of equipment. For more information on the Training
Membership Program, please visit our website.

e Tuition Payment: Tuition payment for classes must be made at the time of registration or within seven (7)
days of registration. A paid receipt will be issued upon payment, if an invoice is required prior to payment
please contact us at mailto:PSFinancial@bucks.edu. Tuition rates can be found in the Bucks County
Resident Training Catalog or by calling the BCPSTC or LBPSTC. Acceptable payment methods are
Company/Department Check, Personal Check, or MasterCard/Visa. Agencies may send Purchase Orders
at time of registration of the class to have billing sent direct to the agency.

o Tuition Refund: Approved refunds will be issued back to the payee as follows: If you paid by Credit Card,
then the card will be credited. If you paid by Check, the College will issue a refund check. The College
does not issue cash refunds.

Course Completion / Professional Certification Certificates

Class certificates are processed by the Bucks County Community College Department of Public Safety & Certification
from the information provided on the Bucks County Community College "Registration Form - Non-Credit Course"
which is completed by the student at the start of course. A student must meet all of the course objectives, including
attendance and prerequisites in order to receive a course certificate. No special certificates will be issued to a
student that has not met ALL of the requirements.

Course completion certificates will be sent electronically to the student’s email through Parchment. The email on file
will come from the registration form filled out on the first day of the course. Students will be provided a claim link to
get into Parchment to claim their certificate. You will be required to sign up to create a password the first time and
you will apply a verification code provided. Please note you want to continue to use the same email address, so your
certificates stay under one record. The turn-around time for certificates is approximately four (4) weeks after the lead
instructor’'s completed paperwork is received.

Students who successfully complete professional certification programs will receive a certificate that is numbered by
the National Board on Fire Service Professional Qualifications (Pro Board). These certification certificates will
continue to be printed and mailed at this time. The turn-around time for certification certificates is approximately six
(6) to eight (8) weeks.

Class/Course Cancellation

Cancellation due to low enrollment: If the minimum enroliment to run a course is not met within fourteen (14) days
of the course start date, cancellation due to low enroliment will be made. All students pre-registered for this course
will be notified via phone/email, from information found on the form, of the course cancellation.

Emergency Closures / Delayed Starting: Any cancellation or delayed starting of a class session due to inclement
weather or for any other reason will be announced over the Bucks County Emergency Services Communication and
through the College Emergency Notification System (e2campus). See the Emergency Closure / Inclement Weather.

Wearing personal protective equipment (PPE) and self-contained breathing apparatus (SCBA)

Bucks County Community College must contract all instructors, including assistants, prior to their teaching of a
course.
