
 
Dual Admissions Intent Form 

 
Bucks County Community College (Bucks) and Eastern University (Eastern) entered into a Dual 

Admissions agreement whereby Bucks students will be guaranteed admissions into a parallel Bachelor’s 

Degree program with third year status at Eastern on the condition that they: 1) complete a “Dual 

Admissions Intent to Enroll” form before completion of thirty (30) college level credits from Bucks or any 

other college or university; 2) graduate from Bucks with an Associate in Fine Arts (AFA), Associate in 

Science (AS), Associate in Arts (AA), or approved Associate in Applied Science (AAS) degree (Accounting 

and RN-to-BSN) with a minimum cumulative grade point average (GPA) of 2.0 (Education majors must 

have a 3.0 GPA); 3) Complete an Eastern application for admission in the final year of the Bucks degree 

program; 4) enroll at Eastern within one year of graduating from Bucks, not complete more than six 

credits after graduating, and not attend another institution between the time the student graduates 

from Bucks and enrolls at Eastern. 

By satisfying the conditions of the Dual Admissions Agreement, Eastern University will: 

1. Waive the application fee; 
2. Award tuition scholarships to Bucks graduates with a 2.5 GPA or higher (based upon full-time 

enrollment at Eastern); and 
3. Provide the Bucks graduate with the opportunity to meet with an Eastern representative for 

assistance with transferring to Eastern (prior to graduating from Bucks). 

You, the student, may void this agreement at any time with written notification to Bucks and Eastern.
