
 
“Request for Support” Program Guidelines 

 
The purpose of the Bucks County Community College Foundation’s “Request for Support” 

Program is to support those projects and programs that are beneficial to the BCCC community, 
but which are not covered by the College’s regular funding sources. 
 

Funding requests will be reviewed annually by the BCCC Foundation’s Allocations 
Committee. This committee is interested in receiving and reviewing requests encompassing the full 
range of projects and programs that are being proposed at the College. The committee does not wish 
to inhibit the creativity and initiative of BCCC’s outstanding faculty and staff, and for this reason does 
not publish a list of preferred priorities or interests. 
 

Applicants must explore and pursue all other possible internal departmental and college 
funding sources before submitting an application to the “Request for Support” Program. The BCCC 
Foundation seldom considers projects that would be more appropriately funded by departmental or 
college operating or capital funds. 
 
The BCCC Foundation has instituted the following submission guidelines: 

 The requesting department or individual must submit the “Request for Support” application 
to the Area Dean for approval prior to submitting the application to the Foundation’s 
Allocations Committee.  

 Once all signatures have been obtained, Request for Support” applications should be 
submitted to the BCCC Foundation in Tyler Hall, Room 224. All applications will be 
forwarded to the College’s Deans’ Council for review.  The council renders a written opinion 
as to the merits of each request, along with any other pertinent information concerning the 
history of this project, other potential funding sources, and its recommendation as to 
whether or not the Foundation’s Allocations Committee should consider it for funding. 

 
These guidelines were adopted with four goals in mind: 

1. To provide a fair, organized, and comprehensive system for the consideration of all worthy 
projects and programs in the best interests of the College and our students;   

2. To maximize the chances for funding of each request; 
3. To give the College administration an opportunity to review each request and provide their 

recommendation concerning the merits of the project in relation to the short and long term 
strategic directions of the institution, and;  

4. To gather as much pertinent information about the projects as possible in order for the 
Allocations Committee and the Foundation Board of Directors to make an informed decision, 
consistent not only with the Foundation's mission, but also with the best interests of the 
institution as a whole.  

Note: 
 The committee will fund successful proposals based on the availability of disbursable funds.   
 Projects which are approved for funding must utilize their fund allocations within twelve 

(12) months of the project’s approval date. If the project has not been completed and the 
funds not utilized within this time period, the project must be resubmitted for consideration.     

 Should the project be only partially completed at the time of expiration of the twelve (12) 
month timeframe, applicants must submit a project status report to the Area Dean and 
include a projected completion date.  The Area Dean will forward the request to the 
Foundation’s Allocation Committee with a recommendation to extend the project completion 
date. Applicants will be notified of the Allocations Committee’s disposition of the request. 

 Subsequent funding for another project will not be considered until the final report for the 
current project has been submitted by the department or individual to the BCCC Foundation.   
 
Proposals that cannot be funded will be referred to the Coordinator of Grants. Other funding 

sources, such as corporate or individual donors, may also be pursued by the BCCC Foundation.
