In attempting to locate newspapers from the 1700’s, we first

tried a basic search using the term war, receiving over two mil-
lion possible articles. With the ‘advanced search,’ seen in the
above example, we narrowed the results to 320 possible arti-
cles beginning with the Edinburgh Chronicle Newspaper dated
November 3, 1759.

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Dewey: A Small Town Cat Who Touched the World

monks in scriptoriums employed cats to
protect their meticulously hand-copied
manuscripts from mouse damage.
Through the centuries the library feline
mouser tradition has been preserved but
library cats have also become mascots
and ambassadors for their libraries. A
search in the BCCC Library’s EBSCOhost
database (my strategy: ‘library cats”
NOT Dewey NOT review) yielded about
twenty articles about library cats other
than the orange tabby phenomenon we're
about to talk about.

Dewey Readmore Books, the extraordi-
nary orange tabby cat who resided at the
Spencer (Iowa) Public Library, would not
have known what to do with a mouse,
but he was an excellent library ambassa-
dor. Vicki Myron, former director of the
Spencer Public Library, Dewey’s “Mom,”
and author of Dewey: The Small-Town
Library Cat Who Touched the World (New
York: Grand Central, 2008), shared her
delightful Dewey stories at a recent book
talk in New Jersey. Dewey was a tiny
kitten when he was shoved down the
library’s book return slot on the coldest
night of the year. Ms. Myron and her
staff were captivated by him immedi-
ately. Dewey had a knack for relating to
anyone who came into the library regard-
less of age or degree of ailurophobia, and
always seemed to know when a library
patron needed extra attention because of
stress, grief, or loneliness. He started as
a rubber band bandit and eventually took
control of every cardboard box to enter
the library. As his popularity with library
patrons grew, no fewer than eleven peo-
ple took credit for putting him in the book
slot on that cold night. Patrons were
frequently informing Ms. Myron that they
were aware of Dewey’s charm with every-

one, but they had a “special” relation-
ship with him. No doubt, his most spe-
cial relationship was with Ms. Myron,
and he actually waved at her with his
left paw as she arrived at the library
each morning.

Eventually, the library staff and citizens
of Spencer, Iowa, were able to convince
the library board that their public library
did indeed need a library cat. Thus be-
gan Dewey’s nineteen-year career as a
library mascot and ambassador. He
attended all meetings in the library’s
conference room, even video confer-
ences. Ms. Myron took Dewey to a local
photographer who was offering a deal on
pet photographs when he was two and a
half. After being allowed to sniff around
the photographic equipment, Dewey
hopped up on the chair and practically
posed! The result is the relaxed, but
regal, cat photo on the cover of the
book. By word of mouth his fame grew
until first an American and then a Japa-
nese documentary crew came to film
him. Just as patiently as he put up with
ear-pulling toddlers, he complied with
demanding documentary directors. The
American director, a stand-up comedian
named Gary Roma, created a video
called “Puss in Books: Adventures of the
Library Cat”. It is available at http://
www.ironfrog.com, which also features a
map of current feline library residents by
state and country.

Ms. Myron, Dewey’s principal human,
tells many stories about Spencer
citizens traveling the world and finding
people who knew nothing of Iowa except
that the library cat lives in Spencer.
One Spencer couple on their first cruise
discovered that there was a hierarchy on
the boat according to how many cruises
a passenger had taken. They were at
the bottom of this social structure until
they revealed that they were from
Spencer, Iowa, and other passengers
recognized this as Dewey’s hometown.
Dewey turned out to be an ambassador
for the whole town!

Dewey lived a long life for a cat, but
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eventually succumbed to a common
kitty ailment. His death was
announced in 270 newspapers! His
Web site, http://www.dewey
readmorebooks.com, lives on and
gets almost as many hits from Japan
as from the United States. Ms.
Myron’s delightful book has become a
phenomenon in many languages and
a New York Times bestseller. The
book talk in New Jersey was posi-
tively mobbed and hundreds of
Dewey books were sold after Ms.
Myron spoke about her boy, Dewey.
The inside Hollywood scoop is that
the book is being turned into a
screenplay, but no cinematic dates
have been announced.
