ELIGIBILITY: 

 

All 9th, 10th, 11th, or 12th graders who either reside in Bucks County or attend high school in Bucks County 
 

ENTRY RULES: 
 

1. Three (3) poems; no more, no fewer. Any style, form, or length. 
 

2. Typed, 1 inch margins, no double-sided pages. Start each poem on a new page (= don’t put more than one 
poem on a page). No fancy, large, or tiny fonts. Black ink only. No illustrations of any sort. Entries that do 
not follow these rules will be disqualified. 

 

3. Do not place name or address on poetry pages for judging. Entries with names on them will be 
automatically disqualified. 

 

4.  Attach Entry Form with a paper clip to packet of poems. NO STAPLES please! 
 

5.  Please fill out the Entry Form completely, telling us whether you would like to have your work considered 
for the anthology. Winners and placers will automatically have their work published in the anthology.   
And please, write very clearly, so we can spell your name correctly and contact you. 

 

6.  MANUSCRIPTS WILL NOT BE RETURNED. Do not send the original or only copy of manuscript.
